Nandini’s creativity as a dancer and choreographer includes 
expansion of the technique through the use of the entire 
body with leaps and extension of legs and fast footwork for  
ramification of rhythm.
Her performance in front of Arch Bishop of Canterbury was well 

appreciated during his visit to SriLanka.  The main role she took as Kaarakkaal  
Amaiyar in “Theivathaai” dance drama for the World Hindu Conference held in SriLan-
ka was choreographed by her mother “Kalabhooshanam” Shrimathy Thiripurasundari  
Yoganantham took Nandini to another level.
After having her arangetram under her mother she had further training under  
Padmashri Vazhuvoor Samaraj in Chennai, India.
She did away with Nattuvangam, but retained Sollukattu (syllables of spoken 
rhythm) to suit the movements and used her brother Yadavan to show his vocal 
skills to highlight the highs and lows in the Vazhuvoor style of Bharathanatyam 
since 2002. Nandini has conducted Arangetrams, Trained students for the OEBL 
examinations and produced variety of shows in the UK.
Vazhuvoor Style
The versatility of the Vazhuvoor style Bharthanatyam with the rendition of tongue 
twisting jathis attracted the Indian film Industry in the late 50s and early 60s.  
Several dance pieces were created by Padmashri Vazhuvoor Ramiapillai who 
was the guru of Nandini’s mother Thiripurasundari Yoganantham, the trio sisters  
Lalitha, Padmini,Rahini and the legendary Dr.Padma Subramaiyam.
